•Designed to reduce exposure to 
asthma triggers

• Carpeting only on stairs

• All units have HVAC with HEPA 
filtration to remove dust, irritants

• No formaldehyde used; Non-
toxic paints, adhesives and other 
materials used whenever possible

• Drought-resistant, low pollen 
plants used for landscaping

• Model and assess traffic-related air 
pollution at project site

• Design building, ventilation systems 
to preserve good indoor air quality

• PODER & SFDPH research traffic-
related air quality, injuries, noise & 
safety near 280/101 intersection, find 
disproportionate health burden

• PODER & CPA advocating for:

• Reroute hybrid electric buses to 
southeast San Francisco

• Reroute trucks off streets where 
community lives, learns, and plays 

• Establish truck route network to 
minimize health impacts & facilitate 
efficient flow of traffic

• Increase natural surveillance and 
“eyes on the street”  by building 
doors/entrances and windows to look 
out on to streets and parking areas;

streets; front porches; and adequate 
nighttime lighting
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
